From Pastor Patõs Pen 
Dear Saints of First 
Presbyterian 
Church of 
Wenatchee, 

It was when I first 
began teaching that 
we developed a 
name for 
something we had 
been seeing in 
students for a long 
time.  Prior to that, 
we might have 
simply called it 
antsiness or 
hyperactivity.  We 
came to call it 
Attention Deficit 
Disorder or ADD.  
As a teacher, I can 
tell you it is a very 
real problemé 
increasingly so.   
 
Our prevailing 
cultural habits do 
not help those who 
struggle with the 
disorder very 
much.  Our 

microwave expectations and 
multitasking ways tend to shorten 
our attention span.  Generally, 
we are not very disciplined at 
paying attention for long periods 
of time anymore.  However, 
there are profound exceptions to 
this prevailing trend, sometimes 
even for those who struggle with 
the disorder.  Staying riveted to a 
television program for 30 
minutes doesnôt seem to be a 
problem, even with commercial 
interruptions.  Watching a movie 
from start to finish holds our 
attention.  A sporting event can 
last for up to six hours at a 
stretch.  We donôt seem to object 
to that length much.  The recent 
advent of cable television movie 
and TV series marathons turn 
into all day long or all night long 
parties.  It is not unusual for 
people to spend hours surfing the 
internet or playing video games 
for hours on end. 
 
It would seem that, even if we 
may be attention challenged, we 
are capable of attending to an 

object for a period of time, 
particularly if it is a story.  That 
may be the one thing that every 
example above has in common.  
They are all stories of one kind 
or another.  Some of them are 
true stories.  I find the true stories 
to be the most riveting.   
 
Last month I ended this column 
with a question: what kind of 
worship are you bringing to God 
this morning and what kind will 
you bring in the days to come?  
Worship is adoration toward an 
object.  The quality of worship 
then would depend to a large 
degree on our ability to be 
attentive toward the object of our 
worship.  In other words, our 
thoughts, our adorations, are to 
be directed to one object: the 
Triune God and His story.  What 
could be more riveting than the 
true story of the love of our God?

The view from here is 
sunny.  There are at least 
three reasons for that.  First 
is that the sun has finally 
begun to shine on the majority 
of days.  Second, it is sunny 
because of recent progress 
regarding our request to be 
dismissed from the PC(USA) 
and transferred to the 
Evangelical Presbyterian 
Church (EPC).  The third, is a 
major milestone in Sydna and 
my married life.  

This year has, indeed, been 
a weird one from a weather 
stand point.  Winter hung on.  
Spring wasnõt really the kind of 
springs we are used to; not 
nearly as much sun as we like.  
Then summer didnõt seem much 
different early on.  While 
there has been some rain in 
recent days, the sun has shone 
more often than not.  We 
should remember, though, that 
every day is one that the Lord 
has made.  And, we should 
rejoice and be glad in it. (Ps 
118:24)  Admittedly, we tend 
to rejoice a little more when 
the sun is shining.  At least, I 
do.  Not that the cloudy days 
get me down, I just like the 
sunshine better.  

Regarding our dismissal 
from this Presbytery as we 
continue to heed Joshuaõs 
words (ò . . . as for me and my 
house, we will serve the Lord.ó 
- Josh 24:15), there was 
guidance given the 
Administrative Commission 
(AC) by the Presbytery, to 
complete their work by 
October 1 st .  In an attempt to 
comply with that mandate, the 
AC will be entering 
negotiations with our 
negotiating team early this 
month to come to an agreement 
on the details of the 
separation.  Though itõs not 
certain, it is highly likely that 
we will be dismissed with our 
property.  I know that has 
been of great concern to all of 
us.  That is good news, indeed.  
Related to the whole process, 
Pastor Pat and I, along with 
three elders, will be attending 
a symposium in Fresno, CA, the 
first three days of this month.  
The purpose is to begin the 
preparation for being received 
by the EPC as Teaching Elders 
and Ruling Elders. 

The major milestone I 
mentioned above is the 
celebration of our 50 th  wedding 

anniversary. 
(òLet your 
fountain be 
blessed , and 
rejoice in the 
wife of your 
youth . . . - Pr 
5:18)  It is hard 
to believe the 
years have 
passed so 
quickly.  Our 
actual 
anniversary date 
is September 
2nd, but that is 
Labor Day 
weekend and 
there will be few 
motel 
accommodations 
available for out 
of town guests.  
Because of that 
there will be a 
reception at our 
church on 
Saturday, 
August 27 th ; see 
the notice elsewhere in this 
newsletter.  Everyone in the 
church family is welcome.

An Update on Our Dismissal Process 
 

We have great news to report to everyone on our dismissal 

process.  We have labored long in prayer and hard work, 

trusting in God for the outcome.  We have now entered the 

negotiation phase of the process.  During this phase, our 

negotiating team will be working with our AC to work out 

all the details of our dismissal to the EPC, including a set-

tlement package that includes the deed to our property and 

our assets.  This final package will come to the Finance 

Ministry Team, the Session, and then the congregation for 

a vote.  After that, our Presbytery will vote for final ap-

proval.  Please be in prayer for our negotiating team mem-

bers.  They include: 
 

Dale Foreman, Ron Berschauer, Sandra Smeller, Alan 

Patterson, and Janice Hedahl 

 

You should also know that we now have a deadline.  The 

Presbytery has given the AC the task of finishing their job 

on or before October 1st of this year.   

 

That covers the exit process from the PC USA.  There is 

another piece to this process though.  We have to be re-

ceived into the EPC.  Originally, we were going to be re-

ceived into the Presbytery of the West.  The EPC is grow-

ing so quickly that they have had to divide the Presbytery 

of the West into two pieces.  Therefore, we will be dis-

missed to the brand new Presbytery of the Pacific.  Our 

new Presbytery will consist of approximately 24 congrega-

tions in Washington, Oregon, California, Idaho, Nevada, 

Hawaii and Alaska.  We anticipate being the first of many 

new additions from many Presbyteries up and down the 

west coast in the next few years.  There is even some dis-

cussion that Presbytery of the Pacific may have to divide 

into two new Presbyteries again soon just to accommodate 

the growth between churches dismissed from the PC USA 

and church plants. 

 

In order to accomplish all of this, our Session and your 

Pastors will have to be examined for admission into the 

Presbytery of the Pacific.  Paul and I and a few elders will 

be traveling to Fresno the first week in August for an ordi-

nation symposium designed to prepare us for these exami-

nations.  Sometime shortly after that, the EPC will send an 

examination team to us.   

 

The whole process will conclude with a closing worship 

service where Central Washington Presbytery will be in-

vited.  Details of this will be available as the process con-

cludes.  There will then be an opening worship service as 

we enter our new communion in the EPC.   

 

This is an exciting time in the life of First Presbyterian 

Church Wenatchee.  We praise God for all that He is doing 

in our midst.  Thank You for Your clear leading Lord and 

thank you congregants for your faithful prayers.
