Everything you see on that list is a
means toward the end of worship
but, strictly speaking, they are not
worship. Now some of you are
probably saying, “My goodness
Pastor Pat, what is it then?” After
reflecting on Scripture and praying
through this, here is the best
definition I can come up with:
Worship is adoration directed
toward an object.

I’ve defined it in broad terms
because the definition can help us
see just how easy it is to have
worship corrupted. If adoration is
directed toward an object other than
the triune God, it is corrupted
worship. A good way to test a
definition is to apply it to the
previous list. Is it possible to pray
and not worship? Yes. You can
simply be reciting the words while
not paying any attention to the
intended object. By the way, that
can apply to reciting the Lord’s
Prayer in a corporate worship
service or your own private prayer
time where the same phrases can be
repeated over and over again. That
is a good example of corrupt prayer
and worship. Is it possible to sing

sung even boisterously but if it is
not directed toward God, it is
corrupt. Is it possible to preach or
listen to a sermon and not worship?
Yes. The preacher can miss the
right object of worship (the triune
God) and the listener can lose focus
at which point that becomes corrupt
worship as well. Is it possible to sit
through a special music selection
and not worship? Yes. The focus
can turn to the musician rather than
to the triune God at which point that
portion becomes corrupted.

It also becomes pretty clear based
on what we’ve already seen that any
Church can only provide the
opportunity to worship. We can
provide the means. We can provide
the venue. We can provide the
Word preached, sung, and prayed.
Even though we can provide all of
that, the worship, technically, must
come from God’s people by God’s
Spirit directed toward God’s Son.
So the better question is... what
kind of worship are you bringing
to God this morning and what
kind will you bring in the days to
come? More to come on that in
part II...
