replace them. I hope I didn’t
disappoint him; and, that I
passed on some of what he
taught me.

Thinking about my
earthly father reminds me of
some of the directions and
advice from our heavenly
Father in the Holy Scriptures.
For example, the fifth
commandment , of course. (Ex
20:12, Dt 5:16) In Leviticus
we are told that “Every one of
you shall revere his mother
and his father, ...” (Lev 19:3)
There are at least two
proverbs that apply. Proverbs
10:1 says, “A wise son makes a
glad father, ....” Similarly,
Proverbs 13:1, “A wise son
hears his father’s instruction, .

” Idon’t know if I was a
wise son, but I certainly heard
my father’s instructions. Did I
heed them? Probably not
always. We find references in
the New Testament as well.
The Apostle Paul quoted the
fifth commandment, and
reminded his readers that it
was the first commandment
with a promise. The letter to
the Hebrews contains these
words: “It is for discipline that
you endure. God is treating
you as sons.
