From Pastor Pat’s Pen 
Dear Saints of First 

Presbyterian Church 

of Wenatchee, 

I‟ve had many 

people come to me 

in the last few weeks 

asking about the 

state of the church 

address at the 

congregational 

meeting on March 

20th.  To a person, 

the comments can be 

summarized like 

this, “I am intrigued 

by this idea of 

„playing offense‟ 

Pat.  What does that 

mean?” 

 

It‟s a football 

analogy, but a 

profound one I think.  

In the world of 

football, if you leave 

your defense on the 

field for the whole 

game, no matter how 

good they might be, they get 

tired.  Ineffectiveness begins to 

accelerate as exhaustion 

increases.  The opposing offense 

gets wiser to the defensive 

schemes and can develop more 

effective plays as the game 

progresses and exhaustion 

increases.  Certain schemes no 

longer work because the 

defenders no longer have the 

strength or energy to accomplish 

them.  Then the other team 

prevails.  The point is this: if you 

spend all of your time playing 

defense, the offense can really 

wear you down quickly. 

 

We see the effects of this 

exhaustion in the PC USA.  If 

there is one theme that I hear 

everywhere right now in PC 

USA circles, it is this: I am so 

tired.  I‟m tired of the endless 

debate.  I am tired of the endless 

votes.  I am just tired.  I think it 

could be because we have been 

playing defense for way too long 

to try to save an empire when we 

could have been playing offense 

to try to advance the Kingdom.  

Playing defense is about empire 

building.  It‟s about saving 

institutions, structures and 

programs.  These have their 

places, but if all we are doing is 

saving something that is going to 

burn in the end anyway, what is 

the point? 

 

Playing offense is about 

Kingdom building.  So that is 

what the leadership means.  

Playing offense is advancing the 

Kingdom of God.  Playing 

offense is figuring out how to 

define ourselves by what we are 

for instead of only by what we 

are against.  Playing offense 

means that we are more 

interested in souls saved, lives 

won for Jesus, the living stones 

out of which the eternal temple 

of God is constructed, than we 

are in the number of people who 

show up to a worship service or a 

program.  Playing offense means 

we are always looking for new 

ways to reach the lost in our 

community, build up the 

redeemed, connect with others 

who are doing the same, and seek 

to glorify God in every way.   

 

Don‟t get me wrong… defense is 

necessary; absolutely necessary.  

We have an enemy who is 

prowling around trying to destroy 

us.  We are even urged to defend 

the faith once and for all handed 

down to the saints.  We will 

always have to play defense.  But 

if that is all we do, or if that is all 

we allow Satan to let us think 

that we should or can do, then the 

church is paralyzed and dying 

just like he likes it.   

 

I don‟t know about you guys, but 

I‟m ready to move the ball.
